HOW DOES IT WORK?

Students will work with peers who are a similar age and English level to learn more about one
another's cultures and countries.

Students may share classwork and projects and respond to their partner class. Classes could
record video messages, share presentation slides with audio voiceover, or share photos of a

project outcome.
